National Playwrighting Award twice.  As a television writer, editor and producer, MacLennan has 
worked on CBC’s Wind at my Back, the PBS Series Anne of Green Gables, the BBC/TV Series Super 
Rubert, on Showtime/Showcase’s Queer as Folk and as a creator/executive producer of Godiva's 
and JPOD. 
 
Described by reviewers as a “pinball wizard working his favourite table”, Michael Lewis MacLennan’s 
work always delivers a riveting and hilarious evening of theatre.   His new play, The Good Egg, 
provides a penetrating look at the taboo issues surrounding infertility while offering achingly real 
portraits of characters that are both funny and touching.   
 
Brodie and Robin are desperate to have a baby, but complications force them to consider alternative 
ways of making a family.  As Robin complains, “There happens to be two things a woman can’t slow 
down – the wrinkles on her elbows and her ovaries drying up.”  In their hilarious search for the 
perfect donor, they encounter Wade, a young man who has everything they’re looking for.  But as the 
three discover, anything worth doing with another person is bound to get messy.  Mr. MacLennan 
delivers another masterpiece with sharp, potent imagery and characters who are thrillingly 
unpredictable.
